INTRODUCTION/BACKGROUND

The Office of the Illinois State Treasurer (Treasurer) is issuing this Request for Proposals (“RFP”) for lockbox services for the Illinois State Toll Highway Authority (ISTHA).  The Treasurer plans to contract with a financial institution to provide these services for a period of four years.

Upon expiration of this term, the Treasurer, in his discretion, may elect to extend the relationship for a period of time and terms agreed upon by the parties that are consistent with the Treasurer’s Procurement Regulations.

RFP OBJECTIVES
 The Treasurer’s objectives in issuing this RFP are to:

· Establish a service agreement with a selected Respondent for acceptance of all lockbox services defined in this RFP for the Treasurer.

· Establish a relationship with a Respondent that will enable the Treasurer to implement new technology and industry changes to offer comprehensive, integrated solutions.
3.0
LOCKBOX SERVICES OBJECTIVES

The Treasurer and ISTHA have identified the following service needs as the primary objectives to be met by a Service Agreement for Lockbox Services:
· Achieve operational efficiencies

· Expedite funds availability

· Accelerate deposit postings

Mandatory Requirements
a.
The Respondents must answer all the questions in this RFP relating to the specific services they are seeking to provide to the Treasurer.

b.
The Respondent must be a nationally or Illinois state chartered financial institution.  The Respondent must be a member of the Federal Reserve System and have access to all services as a member bank.  The Respondent must qualify as a depository for public funds.

c.
The Respondent must provide ratings from two rating agencies.  The response must include ratings for senior debt, subordinated debt and long-term deposits.

d.
Responses to this request should set forth the specific manner in which the Respondent will satisfy each requirement noted in this RFP.  In addition, the Respondent may include a supplementary narrative describing the general conceptual approach to the delivery of specific services and any other information they believe is relevant.

e.
The Respondent must submit the name, address and telephone number of an individual with authority to answer questions or provide clarification regarding their responses.

f.
The Respondent shall provide a general five-year business plan, which shall include, but not be limited to, projected revenues, projected growth of assets and liabilities and projected growth of equity.  The Respondent should submit written documentation sufficient to demonstrate the firm’s plan to continue in the appropriate line of business throughout the proposed contract term.  

g.
The Respondent must provide a list of previous and current clients or accounts for which they provide banking services which are considered identical or similar in nature to the specifications and requirements described herein.

h.
The Respondent must at the time of this RFP, or prior to that time if required by law, be an established financial institution with all required licenses, bonding, facilities, equipment and trained personnel necessary to perform the work as specified in this RFP.  The Treasurer reserves the right to require proof of said requirements within ten calendar days from the date of receipt of the Respondent’s response to this RFP.

The Respondent must have five (5) years of experience performing services as described in this RFP.  

j.
Responses must be submitted in a sealed envelope or package bearing the title “State Treasurer Request for Proposal for Lockbox Services” and the Respondent’s name and address. The package must include a signed original and two copies of the response along with a signed original and two copies of the pricing.  In addition, please provide three CD’s of the proposal and three separate CD’s of the pricing in an excel format.

Research and Information Retrieval

This RFP requires that the selected Respondent provide appropriate staffing to meet the customer service needs of the Treasurer including, but not limited to, adequate level of staffing, direct access to staff, emergency contact phone numbers, etc.

· Daily bank account statements (summary and detail)

· Previous day transactions (summary and detail)

6.4
Investment of Collected Funds

The selected Respondent may be required to provide investments for end of day collected balance.  Please provide us a detailed listing of your current investment opportunities and related prospectuses if applicable.  A historical rate of return needs to be included for all investments listed in your response.  
7.0 CONTRACTUAL TERMS

You must specifically agree to each contractual provision set forth below.

7.1.
Contractual Responsibility
If chosen to provide the services under this RFP, you will be contractually responsible for all services provided.

7.2.
Illinois Law
Any agreement made in connection with this RFP is governed in all respects by the laws of the State of Illinois.

7.3.
Terms of Contract
The initial term of the contract will be 4 years. The Treasurer may elect to extend the contract for one-year periods, not to exceed a total term of 10 years (including the initial four (4) years).

7.4.
Termination
a. Termination Without Cause:

The Treasurer may elect to terminate this agreement at any time upon three calendar days notice. Upon termination, the Treasurer will pay for work satisfactorily completed prior to the date of termination as determined in a reasonable manner.

b. Termination for Cause/Reduction of Fees:

Notwithstanding any foregoing language to the contrary, the Chief Procurement

Officer may terminate this Agreement with the approval of the Treasurer and subject to the determination of the General Counsel under any of the following

circumstances:

(1) You fail to furnish satisfactory performance within the time specified.

(2) You fail to perform any of the provisions of this contract or so fail to make

progress as to endanger the performance of this contract in accordance with its

terms.

(3) Any services provided under the contract are rejected and are not promptly

cured by you or repeatedly rejected even though you offer to cure services

promptly.

(4) There is sufficient evidence to show that fraud, collusion, conspiracy, or other

unlawful means were used to obtain the contract.
(5) You are guilty of misrepresentation in connection with another contract for

services to the State and cannot be reasonably depended upon to fulfill your

obligations under any of your contracts with the State.

(6) You are adjudged bankrupt or enter into a general assignment for the benefit

of your creditors or receivership due to insolvency.

(7) You disregard laws and ordinances, rules, or instructions of the Treasurer or

his agents, act in violation of any provision of the Agreement, or act in

conflict of any statutory or constitutional provision of the State of Illinois or

the United States.

(8) You commit any other breach of the contract to be entered into or commit

other unlawful acts.

7.5
Work Product
a. Ownership:

Except as otherwise agreed to in writing, all work product including, but not limited to, documents, reports, data, information, and ideas specially produced, developed or designed by you under this Agreement for the Treasurer, whether preliminary or final, will become and remain the property of the Treasurer, including any copyright or service marks you developed on behalf of the Treasurer. The Treasurer shall have the right to use all such work product without restriction or limitation and without further compensation to you.

b. Return of Materials:

Within thirty (30) days after expiration or termination of the Agreement, you will

deliver to Treasurer, or to a third party if so instructed by the Treasurer, all work

product and information in your possession in the performance of this Agreement. If requested by the Treasurer, you shall certify in writing that all such work and

information has been delivered to Treasurer.

7.6 State Furnished Property
Selected respondent shall be responsible for the security, protection, and return of all property furnished by the State of Illinois, including but not limited to, items, research materials, photographs, and drawings.

7.7. State Certifications/Disclosures
The contract to be agreed upon pursuant to this RFP will incorporate your fully executed State Certifications and Financial and Potential Conflicts of Interest Disclosure Forms.
7.8
Collateralization of Collected Balances

The selected Respondent will be required to collateralize end of day collected balances through a pledge of securities in compliance with Sections 11 and 11.1 of the Deposit Of State Moneys Act (15 ILCS 520-11, 11.1), the Treasurer’s Investment Policy and subject to the collateral agreement incorporated herein as Appendix F.  The selected Respondent will be required to pledge securities equal to 102% of the market value of the largest total balance the Treasurer maintains in the financial institution, less the insurance amount provided by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation.  The collateral will be placed for safe keeping under the control and in the name of the Treasurer with a third party custodian designated by the Treasurer. 

7.9
Internal Controls

The selected Respondent shall annually provide the Treasurer with a copy of the Annual Report or Form 10-K of its parent bank holding company which will include the attestation of the company’s independent registered accounting firm regarding the company’s internal control over financial reporting.

7.10
Back-Up Facilities

The selected Respondent shall provide the Treasurer a summary of their disaster recovery and back up plans as well as the testing schedule.  

7.11
Indemnification

The selected Respondent will indemnify, defend and hold Treasurer, its officers, agent and employees, harmless from and against any and all liabilities, demands, claims, lawsuits, losses, damages, causes of action, fines, or judgments, including costs, attorneys’ and witnesses’ fees and expenses incident thereto, for all injuries, including but not limited to injuries to person and for loss of, damage to, or destruction of property because of the Respondent’s negligent of intentional acts of omissions in connection with this RFP and subsequent Agreement.

7.12
Subcontracting

The Respondent may not use subcontractors to perform the duties as outlined in this RFP unless the subcontractor is approved, in advance, by the Treasurer.  If your response requires a subcontractor, the respondent must disclose the duties preformed by the subcontractor.  Subcontractors will be required to submit State Certifications and Disclosure Forms.

7.13
Right to Audit Books and Records

The Respondent and any subcontractor shall maintain, for a minimum of three (3) 


years after the termination of the contract, adequate books, records, and supporting documents in conjunction with a contract.  

7.14
Confidentiality and Security Requirements
You are prohibited from using or disclosing confidential information received while providing these services.  Confidential information includes all information but the following:  

(i) information already known or independently developed by the recipient;

(ii) information required to be released by law;

(iii) information in the public domain through no wrongful act of the recipient; and 

(iv) information received by the recipient from a third party who is free to disclose it.  

7.15
Successor and Assignment

No rights or obligations under any agreement for the provision of lockbox services may be transferred or assigned by a financial institution without the Treasurer’s prior written consent.  Any attempt by a financial institution to transfer or assign any rights or obligations related to the provision of the lockbox services without the consent of the Treasurer shall render the processing relationship void.

The Treasurer may unilaterally bind any successor of the financial institution(s) to the terms and conditions of any agreement between the parties.

7.16
Disclaimer

The estimate of volume activity referred to in the Illinois Department of Revenue Specifications is based on historical information and may change as a result of future technological advancements, related statutory or administrative changes, taxpayer initiatives or other developments. 
7.17
 Reporting and Testing
Please provide a compete sample of all reports generated by your treasury management system. The reports must contain data specific to the type of transactions the account will be expecting on a daily basis. The selected respondent must also provide access to their treasury management system for the purpose of testing the exporting of information into the following formats: PDF, BAI2, CSV, and TXT. The export must also contain data specific to the type of transactions the account will be anticipating on a daily basis. The Treasurer’s Office will require all of the reports and test data a minimum of two weeks prior to implementation in order to perform all necessary testing well in advance of execution date.

In addition to the Treasurer’s Office requirements, the selected respondent will be required to perform testing with the individual state agencies associated with the lockbox applications prior to the execution date.

 Liability of Bank
The selected Proposer will assume liability as required by Article 4A of the Uniform Commercial Code of the State of Illinois to credit and/or debit the accounts on a timely basis for amounts received or disbursed from wire transfers, ACH’s or any other debit or credit transactions.  To the extent interest is required by law to be paid as a result of a breach of Article 4A by Bank, the Bank agrees to compensate the Treasurer for any loss of revenue, based on the daily applicable Federal Funds or the Treasurer’s investment rate during the period which funds were unavailable.

8.0 CURRENT LOCKBOX PROCESSING SPECIFICATIONS

8.1
Current ISTHA Depository Process

Currently, ISTHA’s customers and other remitters mail their checks, money orders, and (in a very small number of cases) currency to ISTHA either to a Lisle Post Office box (to which I-PASS customers and violators mail their payments) or to its main headquarters in Downers Grove (where other various commercial remitters send their payments).

An outside contractor picks up the Lisle mail, brings it to ISTHA offices in Lisle, applies the payments to the proper customer database (I-PASS or violations), assembles a daily receipts report for each cash applier, and forwards the reports, checks, money orders, and (if any) currency to ISTHA headquarters in Downers Grove (via ISTHA messenger).  

These remittances and all others received directly in Downers Grove are brought to ISTHA Finance department where they are processed by Remote Deposit to State Treasurer/ISTHA bank accounts at the Bank of America.  For currency and for money orders and a very few other items that are unreadable by the Remote Deposit scanners, ISTHA Finance personnel prepare physical deposits which are delivered to the Bank of America by armored courier.  Information for proper cash application—i.e., photocopies of the received items--is sent by the Remote Deposit staff of Finance to General Accounting for proper entry into the ISTHA’s general ledger.
A third set of receipts are small dollar checks mailed to the Tollway for what are known as grace period or unpaid tolls.  Currently these mailed receipts are deposited manually by Tollway staff.

8.2
Proposed ISTHA Lockbox Depository Process

ISTHA proposes to establish two or three lockboxes for the receipt of 1) tollpayer customer items for I-PASS replenishments and violation payments,  2) all other commercial ISTHA receipts, and possibly 3) grace period/unpaid toll receipts.
The Treasurer and ISTHA envision that the selected provider will:

· make an optimal number of daily pick-ups from the U.S.P.S. at which the lockboxes would be located.
· separately open mail from each lockbox, photocopy or capture images of all remittances received, and attach the photocopy to the related envelope and (if any) contents (see Appendix G for sample of violation notice) or capture images of the entire submission including the remittance item, the enclosures, and the envelope.  We will provide a list of acceptable payees which will include, at the least, Illinois Tollway, Illinois State Toll Highway Authority, ISTHA, Tollway, IDOT, and others.  Each remittance should be deposited, irrespective of whether its amount matches an amount on the items accompanying the remittance.
· deposit all checks, money orders, and other items as expeditiously as possible but no later than 24 hours from receipt to the related demand account to be established for each lockbox, using sequentially numbered deposit tickets.
· provide online reporting for current and previous day viewing of all lockbox activity and of all other activity in the demand accounts.  This online inquiry should include both deposit entries made to the demand accounts as well as viewing of the detailed items processed in each batch.  A detailed description of the Proposer’s online products and services available should be provided in the proposal.

Please provide a detailed description of the following:

a.  Security - Multi-level administrative security and user defined security for various staff of the Treasurer and the ISTHA (Please describe the security measures that are in place to ensure protection of the ISTHA’s assets.);
b.  Daily online balance reporting (ledger, available and collected balance);
c. Daily online bank statement including detailed debit/credit postings (checks cleared, deposits, wire transfers/ACH’s in and out, investment debits/credits/, interest payments, etc.);
d. Options for downloading information provided through the reporting system;
e. Wire Transfer System.
· deliver the remittance copies and accompanying envelopes, etc., to ISTHA’s office in Downers Grove the next day and/or provide electronic images of this same information on an as-processed basis; if electronic images can be provided in a cost-effective manner, the hard copy delivery could be made optional.
8.3
Other lockbox services

We request that the responders recommend all lockbox processing services that they believe ISTHA could now use or could use in the future with appropriate system enhancements; pricing related to each such proposed services should also be indicated as additions to Appendix H at the end of the spreadsheet.
8.4
Account Structure 

All accounts will be established as demand deposit accounts.  For the purpose of compensation, the Proposer will be required to provide an earnings credit rate which will be used in the credit calculation for the payment of the monthly banking fees as provided in the monthly account analysis statement.  Please see more detail on earnings credit rate in section 9.4 below.

Availability of Funds
ISTHA and the Treasurer currently receive a premium availability schedule for all deposits.

8.6
Return Item policy

Please describe your institution’s return item policy.  The Proposer will be required to provide a copy of all return items to both ISTHA and to the Treasurer’s Office.
The Treasurer and ISTHA, in the past, have required automatic re-deposit of paper check return items without entry to the demand deposit account. The Treasurer and ISTHA would like to have the opportunity to review the costs associated with automatic re-deposit to determine the feasibility of this option. The Treasurer and ISTHA may elect to eliminate the automatic re-deposit of paper check return items depending on the costs associated.
The Treasurer and ISTHA are seeking information from Respondents on the automation of return items.  The Treasurer currently receives all return items in paper form via overnight mail.  The Treasurer has implemented the ability to receive a return item file that includes information relevant to the individual returns.  The following fields would be required:

The receipt of the image of the returned check would continue to be a requirement for the Treasurer and ISTHA.
8.7
Wire Transfers

Outgoing Wire Transfers

The selected Proposer agrees to execute any wire transfer order within one (1) hour after notification by the Treasurer through the computer terminal, or by telephone, or by fax, if necessary.  Wire transfers ordered and not received by the destination party by 5:00 p.m. will be traced by the financial institution from origin to destination to ascertain the party responsible for delaying the transfer
Proposer agrees to provide copies of the wire transfer confirmation evidencing the amount, date and time, as well as the wire transfer number for all outgoing wires on a daily basis to the ISTHA’s Finance Department and the Treasurer via the institution’s on-line reporting system, a fax transmission or e-mail.

The Proposer is requested to provide a copy of its Wire Transfer Agreement within the proposal if applicable.  Additionally, provisions within the Wire Transfer Agreement may be subject to further negotiations.  Negotiations regarding provisions contained within the Wire Transfer Agreement will be conducted before a Proposer is selected.
8.8
Statement and Advice Frequency
Monthly bank statements will be required for the full calendar month and should be available to ISTHA and the Treasurer online the first business day of each month.  The financial institution will provide paper debit and credit advices for all account adjustments to ISTHA and the Treasurer as the adjustments occur. In the event the online information system provides adequate information to support the reason for debit and credit adjustments, the requirement for paper advices may be eliminated.

Designated Account Executive
The Treasurer and ISTHA request that the Proposer provide the names of a designated account executive as well as a backup for the all banking services requested in this RFP.  The designated account executive must have the authority to make timely decisions in the normal course of business on his/her own.  Resumes must be provided for all key account executives designated to service this account.
8.10
Other Conditions
The Proposer may be required to automatically redeposit any return item at least once prior to its being charged back to the account of deposit.  The value of the returned items will be charged to the account in total by lockbox.
All debit and credit memos required to adjust errors caused by the financial institution will not result in an analysis charge to the ISTHA.  All deposit errors must be accompanied by a copy of the particular deposit slip.  All financial institution errors must be corrected within five (5) business days of notification by ISTHA or the Treasurer.
